The DPT program at MU is a three-year program with three application
options, including a direct-admit track for incoming freshmen that allows
students to start the DPT curriculum in their senior year at MU.

Incoming Freshmen: Early Assurance Program

Apply with your freshman application to the university for the direct-
admit program, which allows you to complete both your B.S. and D.P.T.
degrees in six years, instead of seven.

Students accepted to the direct-admit PT program pursue one of the
approved majors for the first three years while completing the DPT
prerequisites. Within the College of Health Sciences, the available
majors are Exercise Physiology (most common) and Biomedical
Sciences.

Students who meet the progression requirements for the direct-admit
program begin the DPT curriculum in their senior year.

Approximately 72 freshmen are selected for the Early Assurance
Program each cohort.
